BRANSON SHOW TIME
 November 29 – December 05, 2007

   Ayers Rock and the Rock of Gibraltar, Niagara Falls and Iguazu Falls; the Great Wall of China and Hadrian’s Wall; the Panama Canal and the Corinth Canal; the British Isles; Scandinavia, Greece and Turkey; Australia and New Zealand; Central and South America; China; Spain and Portugal.

  We Travel Clubbers have seen them all. Right? There’s not much left to see. Right?

Wrong! There’s much more to see without needing a passport. And it’s fun.

We didn’t have time to absorb all it had to offer, i.e., the post-FDR era, World War II, the A-bomb decision, the Marshall Plan, the Cold War. We sampled it. I will go back someday to do it justice.

    If I have any complaints about the entire trip, it was what I perceived as a lack of time on our schedule. As we gathered to board our coach, I took a short detour to the men’s room. While poised at the urinal, I heard a loud knocking on the door and a woman’s voice called out: “Housekeeping!” You get the idea. It set the tone for the rest of the trip. Hurry, hurry, Jury!

   But aside from the tight scheduling, it was a trip to remember, make no mistake. After checking into the Radisson Hotel, we began our four-night Branson experience with the Shoji Tabuchi show – music and dancing presented in a spectacular setting of holiday colors.

    A close-up look at the Titanic, the so-called “unsinkable” ship that gained worldwide exposure by sinking on its maiden voyage, was the next day’s attraction. Heralded as the “world’s largest museum attraction,” the pretend-ship towers l00 feet above the highway and holds 400 artifacts in 20 galleries. Each of us was given a “boarding pass” as we entered. Each pass had the real name of a passenger who had been aboard the Titanic.

   We ate lunch at the American Band Stand Grill and then enjoyed Dick Clark’s American Bandstand Rock-n-Roll Stars, including Bill Haley’s Comets. Dinner was at the Andy Williams’ restaurant and we enjoyed the Andy Williams Christmas Show at his Moon River Theater next door.

    After a Sunday breakfast at the hotel, we shopped and browsed in Old Town Branson, then visited the College of the Ozarks campus where students earn their tuition by working at a campus job. It is an attraction of its own and has drawn a number of visitors to its campus (known as “Hard Work U.”), including Margaret Thatcher, Gerald Ford and Tom Brokaw. 

   We watched the famous and funny Russian Yakov Smirnoff in the afternoon and ended the evening with Jim Stafford, a hilarious being. 

   Another of our favorites was the Lowe Family of Utah, a four-generation group of singers and musicians, including a five-year-old girl and her two-year-old sister, both of whom played the violin! Their grandfather was the only one I’ve ever heard play “Danny Boy” on a trumpet. His mother (the 83-year-old great grandmother) played the piano. 

   Dinner that night was aboard the Branson Belle, a paddle-wheel showboat, where we ended the evening with the Pierce Arrow Show, billed as Branson’s “hottest performance.” We heard everything from country to gospel music plus – you guessed it – a very funny comedian. 

    On the last day, we stopped at Carthage, Missouri, and visited the Precious Moments Chapel with its famous figurines. The town of Carthage is known as the place where the Civil War began. We admired its mansion-like houses and stopped a couple of times to check the price printed on for-sale signs.

   As we drove out of town, our driver used the horn to greet kids who smiled and waved. We smiled and waved back. Even a cop in a police car returned our waves.

   Everyone was in a good mood as we drove back to Kansas City and prepared to catch the plane for home the next day.   It was a good trip, Blanche Arbogast. You and Lou Noess did a good job.
