Editor’s Note:  The following notice of procedural change is from the U.S. Customs and Border Protection Web Site.

	Important Change in International Land and Sea Travel Document Procedures 

Effective January 31, 2008, U.S. and Canadian citizens ages 19 and older should no longer expect that they will be able to prove identity and citizenship by relying on an oral declaration alone. Instead, travelers will be asked to present documents from one of the options below when entering the United States at land or sea ports of entry. Travelers who do not present one of the documents listed below may be delayed as U.S. Customs and Border Protection officers attempt to verify their identity and citizenship. 

U.S. and Canadian Citizens – Single Document Option 
One of the following documents should be presented to prove both identity and citizenship. 
Acceptable Documents as of January 31: 

· U.S. or Canadian Passport 

· U.S. Passport Card (Available spring 2008)* 

· Trusted Traveler Cards (NEXUS, SENTRI, or FAST)* 

· State or Provincial Issued Enhanced Driver’s License (when available – this secure driver’s license will denote identity and citizenship.)* 

· Enhanced Tribal Cards (when available)* 

· U.S. Military Identification with Military Travel Orders 

· U.S. Merchant Mariner Document 

· Native American Tribal Photo Identification Card 

· Form I-872 American Indian Card 

· Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (INAC) Card 

* Frequent Land Border Crossers — to expedite processing into the United States, U.S. Customs and Border Protection recommends using one of the above asterisked documents. 

U.S. and Canadian Citizens – Two Document Option 
All U.S. and Canadian citizens who do not have one of the documents from the list above must present BOTH an identification and citizenship document from each of the columns below. 
Identification Documents* 

· Driver’s license or identification card issued by a federal, state, provincial, county, territory, or municipal authority 

· U.S. or Canadian military identification card 

* All identification documents must have a photo, name and date of birth. 
Citizenship Documents 

· U.S. or Canadian birth certificate issued by a federal, state, provincial, county, territory or municipal authority 

· U.S. Consular report of birth abroad 

· U.S. Certificate of Naturalization 

· U.S. Certificate of Citizenship 

· U.S. Citizen Identification Card 

· Canadian Citizenship Card 

· Canadian certificate of citizenship without photo

U.S. and Canadian Citizens – Procedures for Children 

Effective January 31, 2008, U.S. and Canadian citizen children ages 18 and under will be expected to present a birth certificate issued by a federal, state, provincial, county or municipal authority. 

For Travelers Other than U.S. and Canadian Citizens 

All existing nonimmigrant visa and passport requirements will remain in effect and will not be altered by the changes that are implemented on January 31, 2008. 

U.S. Lawful Permanent Residents
Permanent Resident Card (I-551) or other valid evidence of lawful permanent residence is required. 

Mexican Citizens
Mexican citizens, including children, must present a valid passport and a B-1/B-2 nonimmigrant visa or a Border Crossing Card. 

Know Your Destination Country Document Requirements 

It is strongly recommended that all travelers leaving the U.S. verify the specific documentary requirements for their destination country. This information is available through the Department of State website or by consulting with the Embassy of the country you are visiting to determine what documents are needed to meet the entry requirements of that country. These requirements could include a birth certificate, passport, or passport and visa for entry into that country. 

We are implementing new procedures to better serve you and enhance the security of the United States. 

Travelers who do not present one of the documents listed may be delayed as U.S. Customs and Border Protection officers attempt to verify their citizenship and identity. 

Thank you for your cooperation. 

U.S. Customs and Border Protection will begin the transition to the Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative secure document requirement over the next 18 months, with implementation as early as June 1, 2009.[image: image2.png]







POLICIES FOR CLUB-SPONSORED TOURS

Remember: Your only guarantee of a place on any trip is to put down a deposit.  Acronym Definitions: ppdo per person, double occupancy ppso per person, single occupancy.

The following is a useful tip regarding how emergency contacts can be stored on one’s cell phone and be accessible to first responders and medical personnel.

THE ICE CAMPAIGN - "In Case of Emergency"
We all carry our mobile phones with names and numbers stored in its memory but nobody, other than ourselves, knows which of these numbers belong to our closest family or friends. 

If we were to be involved in an accident or were taken ill, the people attending us would have our mobile phone but wouldn't know who to call. Yes, there are hundreds of numbers stored but which one is the contact person in case of an emergency? 

Hence this "ICE" (In Case of Emergency) Campaign; the concept of "ICE" is catching on quickly. It is a method of contact during emergency situations.  As cell phones are carried by the majority of the population, all you need to do is store the number of a contact person or persons who should be contacted during emergency under the name "ICE" (In Case of Emergency ).

The idea was thought up by a paramedic who found that when he went to the scenes of accidents, there were always mobile phones with patients, but they didn't know which number to call. He therefore thought that it would be a good idea if there was a nationally recognized name for this purpose. In an emergency situation, Emergency Service personnel and hospital staff would be able to quickly contact the right person by simply dialing the number you have stored as "ICE".
For more than one contact name simply enter ICE1, ICE2 and ICE3 etc. A great idea that will make a difference! Let's spread the concept of ICE by storing an ICE number in our Mobile phones today!

RELEASE OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

I certify that I am aware of and accept full responsibility for all of the risks involved in Travel Club activities, including but not limited to the risks inherent in travel and in the travel environment, whether caused by weather conditions, snow or terrain conditions, the forces of nature, the hazards of transportation, the actions or negligence of Travel Club officers, instructors, members or participants, or any other persons, or accidents or illness in remote areas without medical facilities.

3. I accept my responsibility and the responsibility of any minor for whom I am signing this Agreement to adhere to any rules, policies and instructions provided by the Travel Club for Travel Club activities.

4. I agree to RELEASE, HOLD HARMLESS, INDEMNIFY AND DEFEND the Travel Club and The Boeing Company, and their respective directors, technical directors, officers, instructors, members, employees, and agents, FROM ANY AND ALL LIABILITY, CLAIMS AND CAUSES OF ACTION ARISING OUT OF OR CONNECTED IN ANY WAY WITH PARTICIPATION IN ANY TRAVEL CLUB ACTIVITIES BY MYSELF OR ANY MINOR FOR WHOM I AM SIGNING THIS RELEASE AS WELL AS ANY COSTS OR EXPENSES, INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEYS' FEES, INCURRED IN CONNECTION WITH SUCH CLAIMS. 

5. If I am signing on behalf of a minor, I acknowledge that I am releasing and indemnifying against any and all claims that I may have as the minor's parent or legal guardian, whether or not the release of the minor's own claims is found to be enforceable under the applicable law. In the event that the release of the minor's own claims is held not to be enforceable, I AGREE TO ACCEPT FULL RESPONSIBILITY FOR ANY SUCH CLAIM OF THE MINOR AND TO HOLD HARMLESS, INDEMNIFY AND DEFEND THE TRAVEL CLUB AND THE BOEING COMPANY, AND THEIR RESPECTIVE DIRECTORS, TECHNICAL DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, INSTRUCTORS, MEMBERS, EMPLOYEES, AND AGENTS, FROM ANY AND ALL CLAIMS BY OR ON BEHALF OF THE MINOR ARISING OUT OF OR CONNECTED IN ANY WAY WITH PARTICIPATION IN ANY TRAVEL CLUB ACTIVITIES BY MYSELF OR ANY MINOR FOR WHOM I AM SIGNING THIS AGREEMENT AS WELL AS ANY COSTS OR EXPENSES, INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEYS' FEES, INCURRED IN CONNECTION WITH SUCH CLAIMS.

6. I ACKNOWLEDGE THAT THE RELEASE AND INDEMNITY PROVISIONS IN PARAGRAPHS 4 AND 5 APPLY TO ALL CLAIMS FOR INJURY OR DAMAGE RESULTING FROM ANY CAUSE, INCLUDING THE NEGLIGENCE OF ANY PARTY RELEASED HEREIN. I FURTHER ACKNOWLEDGE THAT THIS AGREEMENT SHALL BE BINDING ON ALL FAMILY MEMBERS, INCLUDING MINORS, GUARDIANS, HEIRS AND ANY EXECUTOR OR PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVE OR BENEFICIARY.

7. I agree that this Agreement should be enforced to the full extent permitted by law. If any section or part of this Agreement is held not to be enforceable under the applicable law, the remainder of the Agreement shall be enforced. The release and indemnification provisions of this Agreement do not apply to reckless or intentional acts unless such provisions are permitted by the applicable law.

8. If I am signing this Agreement as an adult participant, I state that I am 18 years of age or older and legally competent to sign this Release of Liability and Indemnification Agreement. I understand that these terms are contractual and not a mere recital. I have signed this document of my own free act. I HAVE FULLY INFORMED MYSELF OF THE CONTENTS OF THIS RELEASE AND INDEMNITY BY READING IT BEFORE I SIGNED IT.

9. If I am signing this Agreement for a minor participant (parents or legal guardians must sign for all persons under 18 years of age), I state that I am the parent or legal guardian of the minor participant signing this Release of Liability and Indemnification Agreement and that I am legally competent to sign this Agreement on behalf of the minor. I have discussed with the minor the risks and responsibilities of participating in Travel Club activities and represent that the minor is sufficiently mature to understand the responsibility to abide by the rules, policies and instructions of the Travel Club. I will accompany and supervise the minor during all Travel Club activities. I understand that these terms are contractual and not a mere recital. I have signed this document of my own free act. I HAVE FULLY INFORMED MYSELF OF THE CONTENTS OF THIS RELEASE AND INDEMNITY BY READING IT BEFORE I SIGNED IT.
